Small businesses and neighborhood
residents are still feeling the strain of recent
disruptions, including those caused by the
COVID-19 pandemic and ongoing construction
projects related to the waterfront
redevelopment and multimodal street
Improvements.

However, many are excited about the
potential transformation of our spaces from
car-centric to people-centric. This shift
promises to create more vibrant, accessible,
and community-focused areas where people
can connect and thrive. The area will change
as regional transit grows here. The South
Downtown Hub Planning process strives to
leverage future changes in the neighborhood
to fulfill community vision.
